New 
activities for the event include a 
MuchMusic video dance for youth 
aged over 19, who don't necessarily 
enjoy country music as much as 
other people. Craik was quick to 
point out that although it's targeted 
to adults, anyone can attend.

Craik also requested the 
donation of the Midnight Sun 
Complex for all the events, except 
those with alcohol, and the use 
of Jim Koe Park and the town's 
portable stage.

Council was to vote on the 
motion on April 20.

Chamber of Commerce 
to hold gala

A renewed Inuvik Chamber of Commerce 
will hold an AGM on May 5 and hope to hold 
a gala event on May 6. 

In an effort to show that the chamber is 
about more than just business, all proceeds 
from the gala will go towards local charities. 

Joe Lavoie made a request of council to reduce 
fees to rent the Midnight Sun Complex from 
$900 to $300 since it is a charitable event.

"I would like to see the event succeed since 
it is the first event for the chamber," 
said Coun. Terry Halifax. "But it's a 
slippery slope. We've had requests 
to lower the price before. If we do it 
for the chamber, we'd have to reduce 
for everyone."

The town has a mandate to 
charge any events with alcohol full 
cost for rental of the complex. Other 
councillors agreed this would set 
a precedent, but hope a possible 
agreement could be reached between 
both parties.

"What if the town gave a donation 
of $600 to a charity?" asked Coun. 
Clarence Wood. "We could use it as 
a means to grant both wishes?"

A motion was to be put forward 
on April 20 to decide what rate the chamber 
will pay to rent the recreation complex for the 
event.

Joe Clark coming to town
The keynote speakers for this year's Inuvik 

Petroleum Show, to be held on June 13 to 15, 
will be former prime minister Joe Clark and 
editor of Maclean's magazine Andrew Coyne. 

The town is currently reviewing catering 
proposals for the event and should have a 

company selected soon. Half of the 100 booths 
are already booked and the town expects the 
others to go soon.

Accommodation shouldn't be a problem 
this year, as a barge from Horizon North will 
supply 50 rooms and Aurora College will make 
available some dorm rooms to people attending 
the event.

For people not attending the show, they can 
still enjoy the entertainment brought in for the 
event. Locals can pay a one-time fee to see 
entertainers such as stand-up comedian Derek 
Edwards from Winnipeg and musician Dave 
Hempstead. This is a change from previous 
years, where only attendees to the convention 
could view the entertainment.
