Awards Banquet; Annual General Meeting




Mark your social calendars now – the annual end of year barbecue, annual general meeting and awards night of the Swim Club will be held on Saturday May 17th commencing at 5 p.m. at Northern United Place.  There will be a sign up at the Kimberlite Classic swim meet (May 10th weekend) – we ask parents to sign up to bring a salad or dessert – hamburgers/ hotdogs/drinks will be provided.  We urge Swim Club families to attend this fun end to our swim year, and to support the Club through participating in the Annual General Meeting.

The evening will commence with the dinner, and will then move into the AGM.  We hope that some of the older swimmers will take the younger swimmers to the playground while this relatively short business meeting takes place.  We will then conclude with the presentation of the various awards.  

The Yellowknife Polar Bear Swim Club Awards Program is an important part of recognizing the efforts of our swimmers.  All awards winners are determined through swim performance or balloting by their peers and coaches. 

1. Winners Make Commitments Cup – All Gold Squad coaches and swimmers vote on the one swimmer in the Gold Squad who best exemplified team spirit, fair play, hard work and good attitude throughout the season.  

2. David Nowicki Memorial Award – All Silver Squad coaches and swimmers vote for the one swimmer in the Silver Squad who best exemplified team spirit, fair play, hard work and good attitude throughout the season.  The award is named in memory of Yellowknife Polar Bear Swimmer David Nowicki, whose spirit and positive attitude set an example for the Club. This award is sponsored by Eldonn Jewelers.

3. Top of the World 2000 – Squad Spirit Awards  Swimmers and Coaches in each squad vote for the one swimmer in their squad (Bronze, Cubs, Sharks and Dynamos/Belugas) who best demonstrated team spirit and fair play throughout the season.

4. Top Age Group Swimmers – Swimmers who achieve the best average sanctioned times in their age group are awarded a Top Age Group Award.  Age groups are male / female 8 & under, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16 year olds and 17 & Over.  The swimmer’s age as of December 31 is used to calculate this award. 

5. Most Improved Swimmer Award – The swimmer who achieves the best overall average improvement in sanction times relative to their age group is awarded the Most Improved Swimmer Award for the season. 

6.  Rookie of the Year Award - The new swimmer

who achieves the best overall average           improvement in sanction times relative to their age group is awarded the Most Improved Swimmer Award for the season.  The swimmer must not have been a registered competitive swimmer prior to his/her first season with the Yellowknife Polar Bear Swim Club.

7. Club Record Certificates – Swimmers achieving Club Records during the year are presented with a Club Record certificate at the awards banquet.

8. Alberta Standard Certificates – Swimmers achieving Alberta Qualifying Time, B or A standards during the year are presented with a certificate at the awards banquet.




Alberta Senior Age Group Championships
